and developed and is not necessarily expected at younger age groups.

How will Respect work?

The Leagues which our teams play in have all signed up to the Campaign. Information packs have been issued to all
Team Managers which include a guide book and details of all the Codes of Practice. These will be on display in Poster
format at St. Peterds Clubhouse.

On 1 January 2009 the Campaign takes effect at Mini soccer and Youth levels (having been in place in the adult game
since August). There will be ser ious consequences for Clubs if there are breaches of the codes by anyone (players,

managers, spectators) representing a Club. This may include fines, suspensions and ultimately a Club being excluded
